Dear Parents and Guardians,

It is our expectation at BELL that all students be on time to class and be ready to

learn. If your child accrues three or more tardies, detentions will be assighed before

or after school only. Lunch detentions are no longer an option as they did not prove

to be effective. Please encourage your student to get to class on time. If students
are unable or unwilling to serve detentions, OSS (Out of School Suspension) will be
assigned. Equally, if your student does not have any discipline, dress code, or tardy
infractions for second semester, he/she will be rewarded with a special event at the
end of the nine weeks. As a reminder, the consequences for tardiness are listed
below:

1-2 times tardy - warning

3-5 times tardy - 30 minute detention

6-9 times tardy - 1 hour detention

10-15 times tardy - 1 day 0SS

16-20 times tardy - 2 days 0SS

21-30 times tardy - 4 days 0SS

30+ times tardy - continued administration intervention
