If you choose to transport your student to and/or from school, please follow our 15 mph speed limit at all times and watch for staff directing traffic. We must keep all students safe and we cannot do that without your cooperation.
Drop Off:  Students may not be dropped off prior to 9:05 a.m. We do not have supervision available prior to that time. Please pull as far to the end of the curb as possible to help keep traffic moving. After your child exits the car, be careful when re-entering traffic to loop around in front of the Junior High. Cars should not enter the center parking lot.

Pick Up:  Car riders dismiss at 3:40 p.m.. Do not park in the parking lot; please pull as far to the end of the curb as possible to keep traffic moving. A staff member will read your student’s name from the card in your windshield or you will tell the staff member your student’s first and last name so that they can radio in for your student to exit the building. After your child is safely in your car, be careful when re-entering traffic to loop around in front of the Junior High. Cars should not enter the center parking lot.
