experience at any accredited educational institution (university, college, 
technical or business school).  Attach letter of acceptance. 

 
4. Have completed the attached data form ​and​ submitted the required essay. 
 
5. Include at least two letters of recommendation from your teacher, 

principal, counselor, clergy or non-family member. 
 
6. Be available to attend Rose Hill’s fourth grade Recognition Program in the 

morning and read your winning essay.  You will receive your educational 
award during the program.
